To fulfill the long felt need of the employees/pensioners the Governmeny
has now compiled all the up 1o daie instructions issued afier the publication of the 2*' Edition in the shape of
Voll. [il. T hope that the employees and pensioners as well as the Government Department will find it very useful .

QUESTIONAIR REGARDING FAMILY AND DEPENDENTS AS PER PUNJAB
MEDICAL ATTENDENCE RULES, 1940 AS AMENDED FROM TIME TO TIME

What is the definition of a family?

Family means a Government Employee’s wife (including judicially separated wife) or
husband in case of a female Government employee, who is residing with & wholly
dependent on him/her, legitimate children (including step & adopted children) up to two
and father and mother residing with and wholly dependent on the Government employee.
(Punjab Govt. Letter No. 12/9/93-5H5/9495 dated 17.03.1994)

The definition given above will be applicable on those employees also who children
exceed two after the birth of any child/children within a year after the issue of the above
instructions. (Punjab Govt. Letter No. 12/97/93-5H5/8093 dated 14.03.1995)

What is the definition of Dependents?
Any family member who is not Income Tax payee can be treated as Dependent and eligible
for medical reimbursement. (Punjab Govt. Letter No. 12/2/11-5H5/721 dated 30.03.2012)

» Family members of employees who are also earning members are not entitled to
reimbursement of medical charges unless they are also the State Govt. Employees. A
Govt. Employee can, thus claim reimbursement of medical charges in respect of those
members of family who are wholly dependent upon him. (Punjab Govt. Letter No. 149-
1HB1/69 dated 29.12.1969)

» A wife/husband of a Govt. Employee who is in private service is not entitled to any

medical reimbursement (Punjab Govt. Letter No. 782-1HB1-72/18006 dated
26.06.1972)

» Accordingly employees working in private schools or their family members even with no
benefit of free medical treatment/reimbursement are not entitled to reimbursement of
medical charges. (DHS Pb’s Letter No. PM (2) 71-3633 dated 26.03.1971)

» Any family members claiming medical reimbursement from other sources is not
dependent

» Father not income tax payee. Mother, if widow, and herself not income tax payee,
treated as dependent.

» Unmarried Son, if not income tax payee treated as dependent. Married son is not
dependent.

» Unmarried daughter, if not income tax payee treated as dependent

» Family of wife cannot be treated as dependents.

» Wife of a Government employee shall be deemed to be wholly dependent on him as
long as she is not legally separated from him.

» The son or daughter of a Government employee is suffering from any disorder or
disability of mind or is physically crippled or disabled for life as certified by the
Competent Authority i.e. a medical officer not below the rank of a Civil Surgeon.

Who is Income Tax Payee?
A person having annual income of more than Rs. 2.50 lacs.

What are the conditions when both husband and wife are in service of Punjab Govt. and
when employed in different States?

When both husband and wife are State Govt. Employees, they may be allowed to avail the
medical concessions depending upon their own and their dependant children’s status. For
the same purpose they will have to furnish a joint declaration to their respective
administrative authorities as to who will claim for reimbursement of medical expenses
incurred on the medical attendance and treatment in respect of wife/husband and their
children. The declaration state above should be submitted in duplicate and a copy of each
shall be recorded into their personal file of each of their respective offices. The declaration
shall remain in force till revised on the express request in writing by both husband and wife
in the event of promotion, transfer, resignation etc. off either of the two. If such a
declaration is not doe, the medical concessions shall be availed by the wife and the children,
according to the status of the husband.

Although the entitlement of medical expenses is to be regulated according to the
individual status of each of them i.e. husband and wife in service, their respective
department separately debar husband/wife from claiming reimbursement. In such case only
one of the spouses will prefer claims for reimbursement of medical expenses against a joint
declaration and furnishing the Certificate given as per Punjab Govt.’s letters No. 2653-HBIV-
60-59236 dated 16.12.1960, 12378-5HB1-72/8144 dated 27.03.1973 and 14972-1HB1-
69/554-618 dated 21.01.1970.

Punjab Govt. employee is not entitled to claim reimbursement of medical charges in
respect of any member of his family who is an employee of other State/Central Govt. or is
working in any other Govt. institution. In such cases also it will be necessary for the
husband/wife to submit a joint declaration as to who will prefer the claim in respect of their
dependent family members. (PG letter No. 12510-5HB1-73/31255 dated 17.12.1973)

Fam directed to address you on the subject noted above and to say that the question of identifying
ailments as Complicated Chronic Diseases and allowing re-imbursement of expenses incurred by Punjab
Government employees/pensioners on the outdoor treatment of such diseases in respect of themselves or members
of their family as defined for the purposes of the Punjab Services (Medical Attendance) Rules, 1940, was under
consideration of the State Government for some time. Afler careful consideration, the Government have decided to
issue a list of Complicated Chronic Diseases enclosed as Annexure-A to Lhis letter in which the re-imbursement of
expenses incurred on out-door treatment, including pre-indoor and post-indoor treatment, shall be allowed (o the
extent indicated below and subject to the following conditions -

No re-imbursement will be allowed ifthe expenditure on out door treatment in the
case of an employee/pensioner or any dependent member(s) of his family suffering from
any complicated Chronic Disease enumerated in Annexure-A, does not exceed Rs. 6,000
(Rupees Six thousand) per annum.

For expenses incurred in excess of amount meationed in (i) above full re-imbursement
will be allowed to employees/pensianers ;

Provided the amount of re-imbursement will be correspondingly reduced ; if
any aid is claimed/received from any other source including Medical Insurance/
Accident Insurance etc.

The first certificate that the employee/pensioner or any dependent member(s) of his family
is sullering from any of the Complicated Chronic Disease. will be obtained from any State
Giovernment Medical College, Post Graduate Institvie of Medical Education and
Research (PGI) Chandigarh and All India Institute of Medical Sciences (AHMS), Delhi.
The patient will have to present himself/herself for fresh check-up afler one vear or a
shorter period as the Medical Authority mentioned above may require.

The re-imbursement shail be subject to the verification of the rates and justification of the
expenditure incurred as per existing rules.

Fixed Medical Altowance will continue to be payable as a separate element.

The question of revising some of the facilities to Punjab Government emplovees/Pensioners, has
been engaging the attention of the State Government and consequently following decisions have been taken :-

1. Treatment at AIIMS, New Delhi, in Private Hospitals and treatment Abroad :

As per instructions issued,-vide Punjab Goveinment letter No. 7/7/85-5HBV/2498 dated the 25th
January, 1991 the ploicy regarding reimbursement of medical expenses incurred on medical treatment taken abroad
and in hospitals other than the hospitals of the Government of Punjab (both outside and inside the State of Punjab)
was laid down. The Government has reviewed the decisions taken in the above said letter and it has now been
decided as under :-

(2) Treatment at AIIMS, District Civil Surgeons shall be competent to permit treatment of a
particular disease at AIIMS, New Delhi on the basis of recommendations of the District Level Standing Medical
Board provided the treatment is not available in the Government Hospitals of the State.

The expenditure on reimbursable items on such a treatment in AJIIMS, New Delhi, shall be
reimbursed to Government employee/pensioners. The composition of the District Level Medical Board shall be as
under :-

(1) Civil Surgeon . Chairman
(2) Assistant Civil Surgeon . . Member
(3) Two specialists of the concerned speciality . Members

For the purpose of Punjab Government eniployees posted w1 Chandigarh and pensioners residing
here at Chandigarh the composition of the District level Medical Board shall be as under :-

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This Board shall meet in the Directorate of Health and Family Welfare, Punjab on the second
Monday of each month and in case of holiday the Board will sit on the next working day.

{(b) Treatment in Private Hospitals in the country It has been decided that employees and
pensioners should be given freedom to get treatment in any private institute/hospital (of their own cheice), in the
country provided that he/she gives an undertaking out of his'her free will and in unambigous terms that he/she will
accept reimbursement of expenses incurred by him/her on his/her treatment to the level of expenditure as per rates
fixed by the Director, Health and Family Welfare, Puinjab for a similar treaiment package or actual expenditure
whichever is less. The rate of for a particular treatment would be inciuded in the advice issued by the Disirict/State
Medical Board. A committee of technical experts shall be constituted by the Director, Heailth and Family Welfare,
Punjab to finalize the rates of various reatment packages and the same rate list shall be made available in the offices
of the Civil Surgeons of the State.

However, this permission would be granted by the Director, Health and Family Welfare, Punjab
on the advice of State Medical Board in case of the treatment in private Hospitals outside the State and the Disrtict
Medical Board in case of treatment in private hospitalas within the State.

(¢} Treatment abrod. The treatment of a disease in a country abroad would be permitted in
extremely rare cases where satisfactory treatment is not available in the country. Such treatment and follow up
should be recommended by the STATE MENDICAL BOARD. Prior approval of the State Medical Board shall be
pre-requisite in such cases. All efforts should be made by the conemed employee/pensioner to take prior approval
of the State Medical Board.

The composition of the State Medical Board for ali purposes, wiil be as follows ;-

{Note - But in case if a specialist of the concerned line from P.G.1.. Chandigarh is not available,
there should be Speciatists from two of the State Medical Colleges instead of only one).

The State Medical Board as well as District  Medical Board shall meet on the FIRST
WEDNESDAY of each month so that the applicants for trcatment are not harassed and do not have to wait
indefinitely. In case this day happens to be a holiday, the Board will meet on the next working day.  All
requests/applications would be considered by the Standing Medical Board which would be reccived by 10th of
pervious month. The other terms and conditions contained in letter No. 7/7/85-5HB-5/2498, dated the 25th January,
1961 wall remain unchanged.

2. Reimbursement of expenses incurred on disposable items used during treatment as In Inpatient :

It has been decided to allow reimbursement of expenses incurred on dbpo%lble items connected
with inpatient treatment of any ailment. The cases atready decided will not be reopened.

3. Reimbursement of Tests got done from Hospitals!Orgnnisalion§ :

The reimbursement of any test/treatment got done from private hospitals/organisations for which
facilities are not available in Government Hospital/P.G.1. will made on the specific recommendations of the District
Level Medical Board as per rates fixed by Director, Health and Family Welfare.

4. Reimbursement of Medical Expenses for outpatient Treatment of Chronic Diseases :

A per instructions contained in Punjab Government letter No. 10/12/90-88-5HB-5/66, dated st
January, 1991 the authorised Medical Attendant in allopathy in competent to issue chronic disease certificate. Now
it has been decided that a specialist in the desired line of treatment would be competent to issue a certificate of
chronic disease for first three months only,
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Thercafter, the certificate will be issued by the District Medicat Board which will be valid for a
maximum of three years. Afterwards, the applicant will to get himself/herself re-examined from the District
Medical Board every years. The Director, Health and Family Welfare, Punjab will prepare a revised list of chronic
diseases, in this regard. )

I am directed to refer to Punjab Government circular letter No. 7/7/85-5SHBV/249%, dated 25-1-
1991 and letter No. 12/193/94-SHBV/5251-54, dated 13-2-95 on the subject noted above, vide which policy
regarding reimbursement of expenses incurred on medical treatment taken abroad and in hospitals other than the
hospitals of the Government of Punjab (both outaside and inside the State of Punjab) was laid down. Keeping in
view the orders passed by the Hon'ble Punjab & Tlaryana High Court in various writ Petitions and in view of the
Order dated 17-12-1996 of the Hon'ble Supreme Court of India passed in Civil Appeal No. 16979 of 1996(arising
out of SLP (C) No. 12472 of 1996 against order of the Hon'ble High Court of Punjab and Haryana made on 8-
8-1996 in Civil Writ Petition No. 15942 of 1995, State of Punjab and others Vs. Mohinder Singh Chawala, and Civil
Appeal Nos. 16980-81 of 1996(arising out of SLP(C) Nos. 12945 and 18818 of 1996}, the Government has decided
to allow reimbursement of expenses incurred towards ward/room remt for the stay of the patient in the Punjab
Government hospilals including P.G.l., Chandigarh and A.LLM.S., New Delhi. as in-patient, subject o the
entitlement under the relevant instructions. This decision will be applicable with regard to the cases in which the
medicai treatment relates to the period on or afier 25-1-1991.

2 1t has also been decided to allow reimbursement in those cases, where in-door treaiment was
taken between the period from 8-10-1991 10 8-9-94, i.e. the period during which recognition given io certain in
private hospitals for specialized treatment rematned in existence before it was withdrawn vide tetter No. 12/217/94-
SHBV/27721, dated 9-9-1994 upto the extent of the aclual expenditure excluding the expenditure of non-
reimburseable items, incurred on the treatment in the recognized hospitals viz Escors, New Dell, CM.C,
ILudhiana and Applle, Madras etc., including ward/ room rent as per entitlement.

3. It has further been decided to allow reimbursement of expenses incurred towards ward/room
rent at rates equal to that prevalent in A.LLM.S., New Delhi, besides, the other normal medical reimbursement in
those cases where the indoor freatment in any private hospital in the Country relates to the period on or after 9-9-
1994, keeping in view the instructions dated 13-2-1995. However, this particular decision is subject to the result of
the S.L.P. filed by the State Govt. against the order dated 1-8-1996 passed by the Hon'bie Punjab and Haryana High
Court in CWP No. 1952 of 1996 Smt. Kiran Raikhy Wd/o late Shri K.R. Raikhy, General Manager (Retired), Punjab
Roadways Versus State and another SLP filed against the orders of Hon'ble Punjab & Haryana High Court
delivered an 21-3-1997 in C.W.P. No. 13872 of 1996-Ram Labhaya Bagga Versus Matc.

I ain directed to refer to Punjab Government circular letter No. 12/193/94-5HBV/1978, dated 27-
1-1998 on the subject cited above and to inform you that the Hon'ble Supreme Court of India. while disposing of
Civil Appeals No. 1111-1115 of 1998 (arising out of S.1.P.s (C) No. 13167, 12418, 12143, 12144 and 11968 of
1997) State of Punjab and others Vs. Ram Lubhay Bagga etc. has upheld the Medical Reimbursement Policy of the
State Government enunciated vide letter Ne. 12/193/94-5HBV/5251-54, dated 13-2-1995, being fair and reasonable
and not violative of Article 21 of the Constitution of India, in the following terms :-

"We having comsidered the submission of both the parties, on the aforesaid facts and
circumstanices, hold that the appetants decision to exclude the designated hospital cannot the
wid  to be such as to be violative of Articte 21 of the Constitution. No. right could be absolute
in a welfare State. A man is social animal. 1le cannot live without the cooperation of large
number of persons. Every article one uses is the Constribution of may. Hence, every individual
right has to give way to the right of public at large. Not every fundamental right under part 111 of
the Constitution is absolute and it is to be within permissible reasonable restrictions. This
principle equally applies when there is any constraint on the health budget on account of financial
stringencies, But we do hope that Government will give due consideration and priority to the
Health Budget in future and render what is best possible.

For the aforesaid reasons and findings we uphold Government's new policy dated 13th February,
1995 and further hold it not to be violative of Articte 21 of the Constitution of India.”

2. 1t's therefore, requested that all court cases concerning the Medical Reimbursement Poticy of
the Government may be defended in the light of the above orders of the Hon'ble Supreme Court of India.

considered vn werit for  the purpose of re-imbursement of expenditure ineurred on wreatment. The Staw
Ciovernmare have  however. beer allowing re-imbursernent i such cuses in relaxation of the Puniab (Medical
Atfendance? Rules, 1940 and the instructions issued from time o time in this regard. Morcover.  various
depatimients and agyrieved individual employees hiad been approaching this Department requesting lor allowing re-
imbursement of medical expenses incurred by Government employees abroad.  After careful considerations the
Govi. have  deoided (o extend the facility of re-inbursement of the medical expenses abroad (o the State
Government emplovees/pensioners and  dependents within the purview of following provisions .-

I. A State Government employee/pensioner and his dependents shall be eligible to obtain
medical treatment outside India or as the case may be to claim re-imbursement of the cost of medical treatment
obtained outside India in accordance with the provisions envisaged in these instructions.

2. A State Government employee/pensioner desirous of availing of medical treatment
outside India may make an application through the Depariment (o which the Government employee/Pensioners
is/was attached to the Medical Board (constituted in para 5 of the letter). No case Should be referred for treaiment
outside India unless the case has first been reffered for advice consultation/treatment at the P.G.1. Chandigarh O.R.
A.LLM.S., New Delhi and has been ascertained in writing from the Specialists of the Hospiial that the facilities lor
the treatment of any particular patient/disease which has been specified do no exist there and it is established
beyond any doubt thal it is necessary to refer the case for treatment outside India.

3 A State Government employee/Pensioner desiring to avail of medicai treatment outside
India for him/self or for a member of his family for any treaiment specified in the Table below shall be eligible
for medical treatment outside India subject to the provisions of these instructions and the Punjab Services {Medicai
Attendance) rules, 1940.

The Board can co-opt any other specialists to assist them whenever and where ever necessary.

6. The Board will consider the applications and decide as to whether or not satisfactory levetl of
treatment is available in india. At least. three members including v speciatist should be present (for quoram) and
recommend accordingly. The concerned employee/Pensioners should apply at least twa months in advance for
obtaining approval of the Board in connection with treatment to be taken abroad (except in cases of emergency
when the notice should be shorter but not less than 15 days). The State Govt. sanction for treatment abroad and
for re-imbursement will be granted only on the recommendation of the Board. The Board may recommend
treatment in any of the hospitals in India if they are of the opinion that satisfactory treatment/investigations
arrangements are available in india and in such cases treatment abroad will not be allowed. In such case the Board
shall record such findings and authorise such treatment of ailmet in medicat institution within India whereupon the
cost of such treatment shall be re-imbursed.

The person concerned will apply to the Director, Health and Family Welfare Puniab for treatment
abroad and the application wilt be supported by a certilicate from a specialist of the rank not less than a professor in
the subject attached to the P.G.1. Chandigarh OR A.LLM.S., New Delhi.

7. It shall be competent for the Punjab Government (in Health & Family Welfare Deptt.} to
authorise re-imbursement of expenditure on medical treatment obtained outside India it it is satisfied that prior
approval could not be ohtained by the Punjab Government Employee/Pensioner due to circumstances beyond
control.

The person who is in need of medical treatment outside India or in any hospital olher
than the Government of Punjab (both outside and in the State of Punjuh), as the case may
be, may make an application for getting treatment in these hospitals directly to the
Director, Heaith and Family Welfare two months advance duly recommended by the
C.M.0O./Medical Superintendent indicating that treatment for the disease mentioned is not
available in the Hospitals of the Government of Punjab. In case of Emergency duly
authenticated by C. M. O./Medical Superintendent the application can be made 15 days
in advance.

Director, Health and Family Welfare, Punjab will, place the application ofthe concerned
employee before the Medical Board within 15 days on the receipt of application. In case
of emergency, if immediate meeting of Medical Board can not be conveyed, such
application may be circulated to all the members of the Medical Board and decision
taken thereof. '

The Board shall ensure the correctness of disease, necessity of treatment abroad and to
consider and decide as 1o whether or not satisfactory level of treatment is available in
India. The Board may recommend treatment in any of the hospitals in India, if they are
of the opinion that arrangements are available in India. In such cases treatment abroad
may nol be allowed and the Board may record such findings and authorise such
treatment in Medical Institutions within India whether Government of privately
recognised (list to be supplied by Director, [Health Services).

The Medical Board, if satisfied that in the interest of person concemed it is essential to
do so, may recommend one attendant (o accompany the patient. The attendant will be
allowed T.A. as admissible to the patient.

The reimbursement on account of diet, stay of attendamt and stay of patient in
hotel/hospital will not be atlowed.

I a person gets medical treatment abroad without prior approval of the Medical Board,
no reimbursement shall be allowed except with the permission of Finance Depariment.

The person concerned will bear 10% of the expenditure excluding such travelling fare
subject 10 a2 maximum of Rs. 25,000/- il treatment is taken abroad. The Head of
Department will be competent to reimburse such medical bills 1o the tune of Rs. 10,000/-
the Administrative Department will be competent to the tune of Rs. 25,000/~ for such
medical trealmenl and beyond Rs. 25.000/- the powers lie with Finance Depariment.
The person concermed will be entitled to 75% advance to be sanctioned by Head of
Department of the (otal estimated expenditure which would be subject to adjustment at
the time of total reimbursement. ‘This should be adjusted within 3 months.

The case of investigation/medical check up and follow up will also be governed under
this policy.

in case of treatment taken abroad, the scale of expenditure and the eligibility for
treatment the person concerned is entitled shall be 1dentical to the scale of expenditure
and the eligibility of an officet/official of the Indian Foreign Services of corresponding
grade in the Ministry of External Affairs under any Assistant Medical Attendance
Scheme for the time being in force.

The Health Department in consultation with Director, Research and Medical Education
will prepare a list of diseases for which specialised treatment is not available in Punjab
Government Hospitals and indicate the Institutions/Hospitals/Clinics of repute where
necessary treatment is available. This list will, however, be subject to variation in future.

The Punjab Medical Attendant Rules, 1940 may be considered to have been modified
accordingly.

2000, vide which limit for reimbursement of expenses on account of knee replacement
was fixed al Rs 58 00/~ per knee components. In this limit cost of knee component, Hospital charges, expenses
incurred on medicines, injections, room etc. were also included and expenditure incurred on diet, air conditioners
and cther non-admissible items was not included.

2. 1t has been observed that the employees/pensioners who undergo knee replacemnent have to incwr a
lot of expendttare on medicines. operation charges, room rent, investigations and laboratory tests etc. Further they
also have to incur expenditure on the purchase of Bone Cement required for this purpose. Resultantly the
employees/pensioners have to sulter financially as they are not able to meet expenditure incurred on knee
replacement. Keeping in view Lhese factars, the (Government has re-considered this matter.It has now been decided
that for the totat knee joint replacemient (single knee component) reimbursement be made upto Rs.58,000/-plus
Rs.5000/-as cost of Bene Cement. In addition, the admissible expenses on accommodation charges, ICUACCU
charges, monitoring cliarges. oparation churges, cost of durgs. conswmables and disposable surgical sundaries.
phyvsiothernphy, investigations and laboratory test charges, ete. also be reimbursed at ALIMS, New Delhi rates both
for Goverament asd Private hospitals, However, charges on inadmissible items like admission charges, diet , air
condition charpes, telephone/T.V charges, operation theatre charges, anaesthesia charges, cost of cosmetic items,
toiletry, tonics etc. will not reimbursable.

58,000/- and Rs. 50,000/- respectively. In addition the admissible ¢xpenses on accommedation charges, 1CU/ICCU
charges, monitoring charges, operation charges cost of drugs, consumables and disposable, surgical sundries,
physiotheraphy, investigations and Jaboratory test charged etc. also be reimbursed at A[IMS, New Dejhi rates both
for Government and Private Hospitals.

2. It has been observed that Knee implants of various standards and quelity are available now
with advancement in technology. Knee implant is got done only at old age and as such it may not be possible for a
patient to get the implant done again in lifetime. The knee implant of superior quality now costs more than Rs.
58,000/- per implant.

3. Keeping in view the factors, the Government has decided that the aclual cost of knee implant as
prescribed by operating Surgeon shall be reimbursed so that the aged persons may get quality implants. In addition,
the admissible expenses on accommodation charges ICU/JCCU charges, monitoring charges. operation charges, cost
of drugs, consumables and disposable, surgical sundaries, physiotheraphy. investigation and laboratory test charges
etc. also be reimbursed at AIIMS, New Delhi rates both for Government and Private [lospitals, However, charges
on inadmissible items like admission charges, diet, air condition charges, telephone/TV charges, operation theatre
charges, anaesthesia charges, cost of cosmetic items, toiletry. tonics etc. will not be reimbursable.

I am directed to invite a reference to Punjab Government letter No. 10/12(4)86-311BV/19897,
dated 28th September, 1989 (copy enclosed), vide which the decisions of the State Govt. to treat Pensioners at par
with serving employees, with regard to medical facilities, and to allow them reimbursement of cost of spectacles
upto Rs. 75/- (Rupees seventy five only) once in everyfive years were conveyved. The above decisions have been
made effective from 1st July, 1689.

Fixed Medical Allowance

2. In accordance with the above decision, the President of India is pleased to convey that the rate
of fixed medical allowance to the Pensioners/Family Pensioners shall stand revised to Rs. 30/~ per month with
effect from Ist July. 1989. The pensioners/Family Pensioners shall be given a fresh option for getting fixed medical
allowance or reimbursement of expenses of domicialary treatment, exerciseable within a period of four months
from the date of issue of this letter, Option will be exercised in accordance with procedure laid down in Punjab
Government circular/ictter No, 8388-5SHBV-81/6320, dated 23rd April, 1982, which is reproduced as under :-

(i) Pensioners settled in Punjab, who draw their pensions from the treasuries within the State
may send their options to the Civil Surgeons concerned who will forward the same to the
treasuries/accountant (eneral, Punjah/Scheduled banks etc. from where they draw their
Pensions.

(i Pensioners settled in Chandigarh may send their options to the Heads of Departments,
concerned, who in tum will forward the same to the Punjab Treasury at
Chandigarh/Accountant-CGieneral, Punjab/Scheduled banks etc.

(iii) Pensioners settled out of the State of Punjab, should send their options to their Heads of
Depariments who will forward the same to the Accountant General concemed or the
treasuries/scheduled banks etc. from where the draw their pensions.

{iv) The pensioners should not have claimed medical reimbursement during the month with
effect from which option is to be exercised.

This facility is available 1o all Pensioners, irrespective of the fact whether are claiming
fixed medical allowance or open medical reimbursement.

The Pensioner desiring of claiming reimbursement of this account will submit application
accompanied by cash memo, regarding purchase of spectacle, to the authorise who is
competent to altow him medical reimbursement (i.e. the Civil Surgeon concern in case
Pensioners drawing pension in Punjab and Head of department concerned the case of
other Pensioner.) He will make it clear in the application is claiming reimbursement on
this account on the first time or he has not claim reimbursement on this account during

Total time frame for the disposal of a case from the time of preferment of claim may vary
from vne month to six months depending on the nature of the claim and the financial
power with the concermed Reimbursing Authority.

A check list has been drawn up for ase at the point of preferment of claim in order to
ensure that entire documentation is completed. (A copy of check list is enclosed). Where
there are deficiencies and defects, these should be pointed out to the applicant in one go.
There should be no occasion for any objection thereafter,

The lower/Subordinate officers will take not more than 7 working days in submitting the
bill to the next Higher Authority after thoroughly scrutinising the bill according to the
check list'Medical Atendance Rules, 1940 & amendments thereof,

The next higher office will also not take a time more than 7 working days after receipt of
the Medical bill from the lower office.

The Head of the Deptt. will approve reimbursement claim in cases where he'she is
competent.  Those cases requiring approval of the Administrative Secretary would sent
to the Administrative Department.  The Assistant, Superintendent and sanctioning
authority each will not take more than 7 working days.

The time taken for the transmission of the bill will be in addition to the time mentioned
above.

Where the case is required to gb to the Finance Deptt. the Head of Deptt. may send it
directly with a copy thereof to the Administrative Secretary. The Finance Deptt. should
also not take more than 20 working days for its final decision.

Head of the Departments will review all such cases once every forthnight and the
Administrative Secretary once every month.

Budget would be provided to all the Departments to meet commitment as per the policy.
